
REFERRAL FEE AGREEMENT

THIS REFERRAL FEE AGREEMENT (hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement”), is made on  (hereinafter referred to as the “Effective Date”) by and between  (hereinafter referred to as the “Finder”) of , ,   and  (hereinafter referred to as the “Client”) of , ,  .

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Finder is desirous of acting for the purpose of finding and introducing potential  to the Client; and

WHEREAS, the Client is desirous to obtain the referral services of the Finder pursuant to the terms and the conditions contained herein.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises made herein, the parties agree as follows: 

1. REFERRAL AGENT AND APPOINTMENT

1.1 The Client hereby appoints the Finder as an authorized referral agent for purposes of forwarding and referring to the Client potential .
1.2 As the Client’s referral agent, the Finder shall not have any authority whatsoever, without the prior written consent of the Client, to bind the Client to any contract, representation, understanding, act or deed concerning the Client, the services to be performed, or any other service or product offered by the Client.
1.3 The Finder shall make no warranties concerning the Client’s services or business to any other third party unless such warranty is authorized in writing by the Client. 

1.4 The Finder at all times shall be deemed to be an independent contractor and this Agreement does not create a partnership, joint venture employment relationship or any other relationship other than that of independent contractors.

1.5 Any and all costs and expenses incurred by the Finder, including, but not limited to, travel expenses, clerical expenses and maintenance, 

2. DUTIES OF FINDER

2.1 The Finder and the Client hereby agree that the Finder will use its reasonable best efforts to endorse and promote the Client and its business and services.  

2.2 The Finder agrees that they will refer any and all potential  to the Client that the Finder deems in its sole discretion to be best suited for the needs of the Client.  

2.3 The Finder acknowledges and agrees that they  refer any  to any other client or business other than the Client which may be offering the same or similar goods or services as the Client that are in direct competition with those offered by the Client.  
3. COMPENSATION

3.1 The Client shall pay to the Finder a Referral Fee (the “Referral Fee”).  

3.3 The Referral Fee will be paid by the Client to the Finder by way of .

3.4 The Finder and the Client hereby agree that the Referral Fee shall only be due and payable to the Finder in the event of:

(a) the referred  are not currently  of the Client; and

(b) the goods or services have been accepted by the referred ;

4. TERM AND TERMINATION

4.1 The Finder and the Client hereby acknowledge and agree that the term of this Agreement shall be for a period of  and shall commence on the Effective Date (the “Term”).

4.2 At any time, either party may terminate this Agreement upon providing the other party  advance written notice of such termination. 

5. WARRANTIES

5.1 The Finder shall extend no warranties or guarantees without the pre-approval of the Client, whether orally or in writing in the name of the Client or which would otherwise bind the Client with respect to the performance, quality, merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose of the Client’s goods or services. 

6. PERFORMANCE

6.1 Either the Finder or the Client shall not be liable for, any failure to perform or delay in the performance of its obligations under this Agreement due to causes beyond its control, including without limitation, interruptions of power or telecommunications services, failure or its suppliers or subcontractors, acts or nature, governmental actions, fire, flood, natural disaster or labor dispute. 

7.  GENERAL PROVISIONS

7.1 This Agreement shall not be amended or altered without the prior written consent of the Finder and the Client.

7.2 No waiver by the Finder or the Client of any right shall be construed as a waiver of any other right. 

7.3 In the event  finds any provision of this Agreement invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement shall be interpreted so as best to effect the intent of the Finder and the Client.

7.4 Any notices to be delivered pursuant to this Agreement shall be delivered to the address of each party as specified in the first paragraph of this Agreement. 

7.5 This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the Client and the Finder and supersedes all prior agreements whether oral or written.

7.6 This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of .
